-C covers the followingnumbers: 3, 6, 9, 12 – 14, 17, 20, 23 – 25, 28, 31, 34

-Whichtwo letters you have to bet on willbedeterminedby the most recent letter.
-At the beginning of a sessionyou look what the last (read: most recent) two different letters are.
