Is it not a game of 2 types of bets? Which are the non-hit and betting for repeats?
So how will you make it easier to win?
Collect data. How do we collect the data?
Like this. [image: ]
So this is one game of 60 spins, you don’t need 200 or worst still a million.
So what do you see?
1. checkpoints
2. Spins broke into blocks of 10 spins.

What does this show us, well you can see spins 1-10 is 8non-hit meaning 2 repeats, 11-20 show 8 non-hit came, 21-30 shows we have had 13 non-hit come in the last 20 spins, 31-40 shows 24 non-hit came in the  40 spins, lastly spin 60 we see 29 non-hit came in 60 spins.

Now what the average is for spins 11-40? We had 8 in spins 1-10; the total at spin 40 is 24, so take the 8 from the 24 and we got 16 non-hits over 30 spins

11-20; 8
21-30; 5
31-40; 3
If we keep collecting data this way we’ll get an average.

What does a game start with, simple 37 non-hits, who’d play the 38 wheel?
Ok what’s the larger group? Non-hit, as more spins come the non-hit depletes and become 1x’s     (hit once) not written in stone is when does a 1x become a R1?
From another source of collected data we could say with in the 1st 10 spins  [image: ]
There’s been 1 game where it had 5 repeats and 184 where 1st 10 spins was all non-hit.
So what does Mort’s game today look like?

The checkpoint box [image: ] what’s the average for 30 spins 11-40? 15 non-hits;
So we see 26 non-hit came so +1 on the expected 15
          1-10; 10
        11-20; 7
        21-30; 6
        31-40; 3
So 10+7+6+3=26; remember above [image: ] 7+6+3=16; +1 on the average; where did the extra non-hit come spins 11-20 where it’s the larger group.
Now 60 spins these averages keep coming, so 60 lots of 1/37 gives these averages, the more you collect the more consistent the average become.
So let’s say we see 6 non-hit in spins 11-20, assume 1-10 was 10/10 you’d expect to see at spin 40; 25 non-hit; if 1st 6 spins in 11-20 are non-hit, you’d be at 16 non-hits, aren’t repeats due? Luck of the Irish gives some info on this, on this forum.
Hope that helps you with Priyanka’s tester.
[bookmark: _GoBack]So you see the average for the 4 blocks of 10 spins, but there’s more needed, you need to know each non-hit’s own average to hit and max to hit, all helps in that all important decision you’re going to make, whether to bet for the non-hit or bet for a repeat.
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
