Because I’m recording the amount of spins in each game; the (TFAR) score; this game started to show it could be a lot of spins, due to the starting 37, hitting fast.
The known average of 1-3-5-7 was seeming like it was going too be stretched and was.
Mr EKO said what if the 40 spins showed repeats as 3-5-3-5? Well here we start 0-
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So, we had 0 repeats in spins 1-10. Spin 11-20; we see 3 repeats. Spins 21-30; we see 4 repeats and we got a new high at spin 27; still 3 more spins to come, but we take the profit and reset.
0-3-4-? If we look at the known of 1-3-5-7=16; at spin 27, we’re 2 behind. From this we can see the starting 37 hit fast. They needed to slow down and only repeating numbers can do this.
Now 27 spins of which 7 are repeats makes 20 of the starting 37 have hit.
The 1st 19 non-hits have an average of 2 spins to hit. Now the average to hit goes to 3 spins; up to the 26th non-hit.
In KTF; I said after 10 spins, you add 15 to the total of non-hits in spin 1-10. So, we’d expect at spin 40; 25 non-hits, because we add the 
3-5-7=15. 
At 27 spins you see 20 of the starting 37 have hit; so, we need 5 more of the remaining non-hits, to hit, to give the total of 25, from the remaining 13 spins.
Now you can take it or leave it; but if we use the average to hit, of 3 spins; you have potentially 24 of the starting 37. You’ve accounted for 12 of the remaining spins and with 1 spin left, it could be one of the remaining non-hits.
Now to understand non-hit’s here’s some reading material. Gut; KTF & WTF, all on the forum.
If you can be bothered go to resources and downloads; look for Colbsters’ topic in the maths section. Pages 2&3, look for Shawn; Luck of the Irish data. It’s perfect; there’s even a poster by the name, I think it’s Valdir, who says it seems the same as his findings.
But; carry on listening to the experts, like where do I start, AKA, the General, good luck if you take on board his out of date method looking for wobbly wheels. Or just buy an $80’000 phone. 
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
