Winner and others.
Zigzag is not labelling the mat. The layout of the mat is there and far as I know, has all ways been this layout.
Winner, this is not the sequence I use. I said zigzag because skiers’ zigzag down a course. You can use columns 2&3 and zigzag down the columns. So, 3&2 look like r-b-b-r-r-b-r-b-b-r-r-b. I always continue down the sequence, not get a win and go back to #3R.
What if you reverse and its 2&3; nothing really b-r-r-b-b-r-b-r-r-b-b-r

If look at it, what do you see? At first its doubles then you might see      r-b-b-r. Too many doubles, b-b-r-r or r-r-b-b.
So, look at the columns, there’s one sequence that does better.
Do you want an even distribution of 6-6 or can you get that uneven distribution? A couple of sequence’s give the uneven distribution and it can give 4 colour the same.
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Above is reddia’s 61 numbers used in KTF. 
Look at chops, it’s not until near the end that we see a nice run of chop, the numbers from 14 to 1, then ends. Now on the sequence I don’t use 2&3 b-r-r-b-b-r-b-r-r-b-b-r. I’m not going thru the stream to get to spin 48, the #36R. Let’s assume or curve fit as “General gormless” would quote; you’ve won on red, represented by the #18R, that’s taken you down 12 spins. Now if you’re a clever cunt and look back from the #36, trace that sequence backwards, 18R-17B-15B, you’ve won 3 times with b-b-r.
But let’s look at the chop run. Your now back at #2B on the sequence, I always follow the sequence. #14R hits and lose, now bet red thru #3, lose #2B, now bet red thru #5 and win, #34R. Now bet black thru #6 and win.
So, you’d take chops all day long. You’d even take Saints 37 red or blacks all day long. 
Do a bit of homework, check out the sequences of the 2 columns, there’s a nice sequence on the 2 columns to find. Look at the sequence you’re trying, is it the same if you reverse it?
Below, what you might see as the stream is playing out.
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Now a lot of work on columns has been done. I think it is option 1, if you use 3&2, 1st bet is red win #18R.
You’d win 1st 4 spins, if you restart each time with the #3R. Now lose to #6B. This is where you can either carry on betting the sequence or look back to the last 3 spins, 5-3-6; R-R-B; look on page 1, where say see to many doubles or R-B-B-R. Here we have R-R-B, the R starts the sequence thru #3R, so, you follow the sequence R-B-B, next on the sequence is bet red, thru #5R, you win with red #16. Can you follow that. 
Now as you have won, do you reset at #3R or carry on down the sequence. If you carry on with sequence you would have used the #’s 9R & 8B, you win on 2B, carry on with sequence next is #12R and win with #12R.
If you reset, you will have used #’s 3R & 2B again you win with black #2B
So, it’s up to you to decide if you reset or carry on with the sequence; Remember I don’t use columns 2&3, and I follow the sequence. Working on sequences has me now use a different set of columns.
Do your homework or post a shaking head.
A quick one, we don’t know how the stream has taken you to spin 47, #33B; but we’ll assume you win. Now if you reset to #3R, you win with #36R & #14R, but lose to the #2B. Look back last 3 spins, 36-14-2; R-R-B, so, the 1st R is #3, rest of sequence is 2-6 and then #5R, bet red and win #34.
As you do more you might see this happening, it’s your decision how you play.
