                                            PENNY LANE’S SYSTEM

DEFINITIONS………………………………….

1. Lane….six numbers that can be bet with a single chip.  They are:

         1 2 3

         4 5 6

         7 8 9 

         10 11 12

         13 14 15

         16 17 18

         19 20 21

(Aside:  I know these are usually called “lines”, but Penny Lane was a Beatles song and penny line is nothing.  And I use the word “line” to mean something entirely different.)

2. Betting line….a series of notations which will determine how much is bet on the next spin.

3. Notation….a figure written on the betting line such as 2, 4, 12 and so on.  A notation may never be split.  A 12 can never become two 6s.

4. Deficit…..the first and second bets made before they are added to become a notation.   Any two deficits make a notation.

5. Deficit box…a place where deficits are written for later viewing.

6. Leftover……What is left if a line does not clear totally or there is a first bet deficit after the second phase of the progression begins.  More on that later.  It really isn’t as complicated at it sounds.

7. Fridge…..a place where we put the leftovers.

8. Left and right parenthesis.  Simply look at the betting line to see what I mean.

HOW TO CONSTRUCT A BETTING LINE

First you make an actual bet of one unit.  If this is your very first bet of the game, it will be on lane 1: 123, 456. (We will assume here you lose this bet, which you may not.  If you win, that will be covered later.)  That assumed loss does not go on the betting line as a notation.  It goes into the “deficit box”.  (During play, I draw a square box--in ink--on my legal pad.  I actually write the numbers--in pencil--in it.)  You place your second bet of one unit (on lane 2: 789, 10 11 12) and lose.  You have 1 in the deficit box (you have lost one unit) and you just lost a second 1.   Now you add the two 1s and begin your betting line with a notation of 2.  You continue to do this until your line is 2 2.  Two 2s.  Then you raise your bet to two units.  Again, the first bet lost goes into the deficit box.  This procedure goes on for eleven spins or a win, whichever comes first.  What we are doing is putting two actual losses on the betting line, but combining them into an individual number.  1 lost bet + 1 lost bet = 2 written on the betting line.  Later we will see how one win cancels six notations (twelve actual bets) on the betting line.

After our initial eleven losses, we simply add a twelfth deficit without betting.  This is called a “hypothetical” loss.  This will always be five units.  A “unit” can be a penny--thus Penny Lane’s System--or a dollar or a Euro or five or ten or whatever.

This is exactly how the bets will be made and the line constructed.  Let’s assume we’re using U.S. dollars.

Bet #1  $1….loses…..a “1” goes in deficit box.

Bet #2  $1….loses….a “1” is added to “1” in deficit box and the betting line begins.  (You don’t have to actually write down the “2”.  Just erase the “1” and you’re ready for the next bet.)

The betting line is 2

Bet #3  $1…loses….goes in deficit box.

Bet #4  $1…loses….is added to the $1 in the deficit box and is added to the betting line.

The betting line is 2 2 

Bet #5  $1…loses….goes in deficit box.

Bet #6  $2…loses….is added to the $1 in deficit box and the 3 is added to the betting line.

The betting line is 2 2 3

Bet #7  $2…loses….goes in deficit box.

Bet #8  $2…loses…. is added to the $2 in deficit box and the 4 is added to the betting line.

The betting line is 2 2 3 4 

Bet #9  $3…loses…goes in deficit box.

Bet #10  $3…loses… is added to the $3 in deficit box and the 6 is added to the betting line.

The betting line is 2 2 3 4 6

Bet #11  $4…loses…goes in deficit box.

Bet #12  $5…..This is our hypothetical bet.  No bet is actually placed after the eleventh

bet in the betting line.

The betting line is 2 2 3 4 6 9  The notation containing hypothetical bet is always italicized.
Please note:  To construct your betting line you are adding bets 1,2—3,4—5,6—7,8,--9,10—11,12.  So you have six notations which equal eleven actual and one hypothetical bet.

It should be noted that if a win occurs during bets one through eleven, a small profit is made and the whole process starts over.

When we have our loss of eleven and our hypothetical bet we begin betting the second phase of the progression, which is the split-martingale.

____________________________________________________________________

Now we have six (eleven actual loses and one hypothetical loss) notations on our betting line.  They look like this:  (2 2 3) (4 6 9)  Note the left and right parenthesis!  We must clear this line with a single bet on a lane.  How do we do this?  We add the notations in the parenthesis and divide by five. (26/5 = 5.2)  At Bet Voyager, we could bet an actual 5.2, but at Dublin we would round down to 5 Euro. After we have done this and we lose, the first loss goes into the deficit box until another loss or win.  Should we win our very first bet after establishing the betting line, we would win 5 units and start over.

We always divide by 5.  Why?  Because we are betting on a lane which pays 5-1.  If we needed to win $30, we would bet $6 and a win would produce a net of $30.

The very last number in the last three must ALWAYS be larger than the next to the last.  It cannot even be the same number; always must be at least one larger.  Example:  (2 2 3) (4 6 9) Our first bet was five.  We put that first loss in the deficit box and spin again with the SAME BET.  If we loose, we add the last bet and the figure in the deficit box and the betting line looks like this:  (2 2 3) 4 (6 9 10).  Now we add the parenthesis and divide by 5.  (32/5 = 6.4.  Again, round down if necessary.)  Our next bet is 6.4 or rounded down, 6.  The heart of this system is that one win clears six notations on the betting line.  A notation consists of two deficits, remember.  If the last number is too small, the line will not grow and satisfy the formula.

THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT_____________________________________________

When you either clear a line completely or clear a line with leftovers, you may or may not have a figure in the deficit box.  Do not forget about it.  It represents a loss.  Move it in with the leftovers and put it in the line as explained below.

I must stop here and explain a win anywhere in this procedure.  What we want is 12 notations in our betting line that represent 11 actual losses and one hypothetical loss.  Let’s assume we won on one of the eleven actual spins during the qualifying period.

On the first bet, we would win 5 Euro

2nd…..4

3rd…...3

4th…...2

5th…...1

6th …..5

7th…..3

8th…..1

9th…..4

10th…1

11th…3

The first 11 bets are a form of the Martingale.  Now we will go to the split Martingale.  We write our line:  2 2 3 4 6 9.  Then we split it like this: (2 2 3) (4 6 9). 
We add those numbers in parenthesis and divide by 5.  (26/5 = 5.2. If we were betting at Bet Voyager, we would bet the exact amount.  If at Dublin, we would round down to 5.  Let’s assume we win that bet and go from there.  Since a lane pays five to one, we will win exactly enough to clear the numbers in parenthesis.  Since we tossed in a 5 as a hypothetical loss, we actually win 5 on this line.  This closure of the line is the end of a game, so to speak, and we start over from word one.

Now let’s assume we lose.  Remember, our first bet goes in the deficit box, not as a notation on the line.  We bet 5 and lose.  We have 5 in our deficit box.  Now on the next spin, we can either win or loose.  Let’s lose.  We add our 5 we just lost to the 5 in the deficit box and we have a 10 to put on our betting line as a notation.  Our betting line would look like this:  (2 2 3) 4 (6 9 10).  Again we add the notations in the parenthesis and divide by 5.  32/5 = 6.4 or rounded down, 6.  Now let’s say we won on that second bet after having put 5 in the deficit box.  Our line clears for sure, but we still have that 5 in the deficit box.  It becomes a leftover and we put it in the fridge.

The fridge is where we put the leftovers.  Sooner or later, we will have to eat them.  That is, we will have to incorporate them into a betting line.  Again, suppose you have this betting line:  (2 2 3) 4 (6 9 10).  Let’s assume you win the first of your $6 bets.  This will clear the notations in the parenthesis, but what about the 4 in the middle?  It goes in the fridge as a leftover.

A perfect closure of a line would be (xxx)(xxx)(xxx)(xxx).  Two wins back-to-back would close this line with no leftovers.  This very rarely happens.  More likely you will get the line above.  You can have from one up to five numbers as leftovers.  It all depends on what your betting line looks like and the wins you get.  You may have several leftovers in the fridge.  If you choose, you could wait for 12 leftover numbers and create a whole new betting line with them.

This is an on-going system.  The goal is for every win to cancel 12 actual bets that lost.  We don’t care if the bets were in this game or the one two back.  As long as they get cancelled, this system will win.

How to “Raid the fridge”…….

Firstly, no number in the fridge may ever be split.  If it is a 12 it must go on the betting line as a notation 12, never as two sixes.  The same if a deficit was put in the fridge.  It is now a leftover.

When to bring out the leftovers?  Well, you may add them to the next betting line any time you wish in almost any place you wish.  I like to try to insert them with like notations.  I try to put a 4 around 4s or 5s.  If you have a 12 or larger, put it in the middle.  Sooner or later, you will have to make some rather large bets to eliminate the leftovers.  Example:

(2 2 3) 6 6 (12  9 10).  This would make a 7.6 bet, or rounded, 8.

Never, never, never put the number from the fridge at the end of the right parenthesis if it is smaller than the last notation.  (12 9 10) is NOT OK. (9 12 10) is NOT OK (9 10 12) is OK (where 12 is the number brought out of the fridge).  While this need not be explained much, it goes back to the deficits added together and put on the betting line as a notation.  The last notation in the betting line in the right parenthesis must be larger than the one before it.  If it is the same or smaller, the line will not increase in the amount necessary to satisfy the formula.

HOW TO SELECT A LANE

Strangely enough, with this system it is OK to loose the first 11 bets.  Why?  You want to cancel six bets with each win--the three in parenthesis to the right and the three to the left, one of them being a $5 hypothetical loss.  Ideally you will have six or more added bets to clear.  If you have only four lost bets, your win will not have done all the work it should.  That is to say, it only cancelled four when it could have just as easily cancelled six.  This is an inefficiency we cannot tolerate.  And we don’t have to!

And aside:  I would personally be happy winning on lane bet out of the eleven for the rest of my life.  I know I won’t.

Here is the procedure for finding the 11 lost bets; simply bet on the lane that came.  There are many repeats over time.

Please understand the above is only an example.  You may bet as you wish.  The object is to either win one bet or lose eleven bets in a row.

This system is what I call a “pauseable” system in that you may stop at any time and resume where you left off.  For this reason, I like to always bet the lane that came when I am into the split martingale progression.  You don’t have to worry about who is fartherest back.  You know who just came!
