The following are the beginning spins from the 15,000  Zumma roulette spins.
I’m using the 2 parlay bet progression.  What that means is that when you win, you let-it-ride and if you win the 2nd bet you are ahead by 3 times the original bet.  So, if we are betting 1 unit and we win, we have 2 units on the table.  Let them ride and if you win the 2nd bet in a row you will have 4 units less your original bet of 1 unit for a total profit of 3 units.
The progression is: 1-2-3-4-5-6-8-10-14-18-24  that represents 95 units if you happen to lose all 11 bets.  Any time you win 2 in a row, you will be at a new high bank, so reset to 1 and start over.
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As you can see, I ended at -2 which brought my wins down to +13.  I could have continued with the numbers and gotten even higher than +13, but this is just an example.

I would have lost 1 unit flat betting.  I won 15 bets and lost 16 bets.
The most losses in a row were 5 so a 6 step martingale would have won +15 units.  One unit for each win and the most I would have had to bet would have been 32 units.
The largest bet I had to make using the let-it-ride method was 10 units out of my bank.  I made a 20 unit bet, but it was the second half of the let-it-ride, so only 10 units were from my bank the other 10 were just won from the house.
I hate to use that analogy because as soon as I win the units, they are mine, not the houses.  But you know what I’m trying to say.

I will say on my 1st test it went pretty well.  It’s a little scary that I got to the 8th level of my 11 step progression.  Of course there’s nothing saying I have to stop the progression at 11 levels.  If I included 5 more levels of 32-43-57-76-101, it would give me a lot more wiggle room for losses.  Of course the overall loss would go from -95 to -404.  Risk vs Reward decision time.
